I didn't quite get your question.

To recompile src.rpm, you run
rpmbuild --rebuild --target=i686 ovzkernel*.src.rpm
(if using x86_64, omit the --target option)

To recompile from sources, you need to get linux-2.6.x.tar.bz2 from kernel.org, then apply
combined patch (available from kernel download page), then compile as usual.

Finally, if you have some hardware which is not supported in OpenVZ kernel, just file a bug report,
specifying all the details (kernel you have used that works, openvz kernel that doesn't work, what
hardware it is, lspci, lspci -n, there to take the driver etc.)
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
