Running OpenVZ..

Imaging Ubuntu 6.06LTS.

Issue is the timesync.  I have two os's on OPENVZ.  "101" and "102"

Both 101 + 102 are Ubuntu 6.06.

ntpdate on 102:

ntpdate on 101:

root@phantom:/# ntpdate

And NTPDATE on the actual box:

[root@sp4639a vz]# ntpdate
31 Jul 18:13:33 ntpdate[6739]: no servers can be used, exiting

For some reason, VZCTL "101" matches the boxes time.  "102" does not.
