Just out of curiosity what is the full command line when you run vzpkgcache?
Also, if you are able to actually get into one of your created VPS's on the bad system, does the

vzdev rpm package exist on the VPS? If you can't get into the VPS, can you see ptys in the
Ivz/private/{VPSid}/dev/ directory from the host node?
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
