Unless you have those virtual interfaces on your host node for some valid reason (I'm guessing
not)... you need to remove them all.

You don't have to do any special NIC configuration on the hn to create NICs for your VPSes...
vzctl does it all for you... and those virtual interfaces are blocking your VPSes from getting the
packets.

Regarding name resolution, as was mentioned, you need to do a:

vzctl set {VEID} --nameserver {a.b.c.d} --save

I think if you wipe the slate clean with your network configuration (only have the hn set to it's own
IP address and that's it) you'll be in business.

Nowhere in the OpenVZ quick install guide, wiki, manuals, etc... does it ever say you need to
pre-configure the host node with virtual interfaces... and you are the second person I've run into
who has done this.
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
