On a usual Linux system, all the filesystems are mounted using mount, which leaves an
appropriate entry in /etc/mtab. df when uses /etc/mtab to get a hint on what is mounted.

In a VE, root filesystem is mounted from the host system, thus no record about / in VE's /etc/mtab,
thus df shows nothing.

You can fix that by linking /etc/mtab to /proc/mounts (which is basically showing the same thing
but from the kernel's POV), or add an appropriate entry to /etc/mtab directly (cat /proc/mounts >
/etc/mtab would be sufficient | guess).
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
