# rpm -qa | grep cron
crontabs-1.10-8

# which crond
/usr/bin/which: no crond in (/usr/local/sbin:/bin:/sbin:/usr/bin:/usr/sbin::/root/bin)

cron looks like it is installed but, in fact, it is not. this is using the CentOS 5 minimal template. The
full template has it really installed.

I tried with yum to uninstall crontabs and reinstall it, but to no avail. Should I force it with rpm
instead then? (if so, how?)
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
