run, I installed vmware server on the same host. As the system is quite fast (quadcore xeon, 4gb
memory, 2 hardware raids) and the load not very high I did not see any problems till now.

Within the windows guest, I run veritas backup exec, using the tape (ultrium) from the host: I
backup the windows host and the vzdump tar files from the VE snapshots (with the ralus linux
agent, provided by veritas).

 

This setup could be a smart solution for small companies running linux servers and just some win
machines, has anyone tried this also?
