I just checked my /etc/sysconfig/selinux file, and SELINUX=disabled, so that was turned off.

I just commented out all the other settings in the file, then restarted the box and now its all
working.

The same thing happened to me.  I commented out the rest of the lines in the
/etc/sysconfig/selinux file and rebooted the computer.  I then restarted the network after reboot
and "Disabling IPv4 packet forwarding:  net.ipv4.ip_forward = 0" was correctly changed to 1 as
reflected in the /etc/sysctl.conf file.

This drove me nuts as I read the manual and had all the changes made.  Everytime I restarted the
network I got a net.ipv4.ip_forward = 0 when it should have been 1.  Strange.
