RAM: 102 MB Ram
HDD: 103 MB disk space

CPU: 1000 MHZ
RAM: 1001 MB
HDD: 1003 MB

VPS 1

CPU: 1000 MHZ
RAM: 600 MB
HDD: 800 MB

VPS 2

CPU: 1000 MHZ
RAM: 600 MB
HDD: 800 MB
