Unfortunately, i haven't had much luck getting what I need to work:

On the hardware node I've got 3 interfaces:

eth0 - private - 10.0.0.17/8, default gateway 10.0.0.3
eth1 - iSCSI interface
eth2 - public via a vlan with a transparant firewall in-line - 1.2.3.4 no default gateway

What works:

VE's with a private ip address assigned to them - 10.0.6.0/24 - can talk to other devices on the
network and are able to get out to the internet via 10.0.0.3

What doesn't work:

After adding a 1.2.3.4 address to a VE, I'm unable to ping this address from a machine other than
the hardware node itself.  I've tried various ip route configurations.  Basically, any traffic over the
public network /must/ go over eth2, otherwise it won't get routed to anywhere due to vlan
configurations.

In all cases, the public IP address is a secondary address on the VE, as well as the private IP, so
it needs to route via either method.

For what it's worth, watching the log on the firewall doesn't show any packets passing through it
for inbound ping.
