problem solved. it was caused by a second ethernet interface in the HW (eth1), which, though not
physically connected to anything, had an ip address in the same network as eth0. and therefore,
proxy arp on eth0 claimed the ethernet address for the whole network eth1 (and eth0) belonged
to. problem had nothing to do with openvz.

now system has proper bonding setup for eth0 and eth1 (running in active-backup mode) and
appears to run normally. hopefully this will be useful to someone else 
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
