
Subject: Re: [how-to] allocating disk quota / memory / cpu
Posted by SoftDux on Sat, 12 Apr 2008 05:10:04 GMT
View Forum Message <> Reply to Message

zoom wrote on Tue, 18 April 2006 00:17

example: 4GB quota for VPS 100
 Remember that disk quota block size for OpenVZ is 1024 Bytes

   vzctl set 100 --diskspace 4194304:4718592
    (VPS 100 softlimit 4G, hardlimit 4.5G)

   vzctl set 100 --quotatime 86400
    (VPS 100 can exceed the softlimit for 1 day)
