| was recently trying to migrate a VE live between two machines--one running only OpenVZ, the
other running Xen and OpenVZ. Both use stock OpenVZ kernels.

The error | received was HZ mismatch, similar to what is described in this post:

| checked /proc/config.gz and sure enough, the XEN kernel is CONFIG_HZ_250=y, while the
non-XEN kernel is CONFIG_HZ_1000=y.

Both of these kernels were downloaded from the OpenVZ site, same version, same everything.
