you are asking difficult questions.

Quote:So, what i understand is that there is no support for running dbus in a VE at this moment ?
If we are talking about RHELS5 Container running under RHEL5-based OpenVZ kernel - yes. But

support for the dbus has been already added to the test kernels, so it will be available soon, may
be even in several days.

Quote:Then how can be explained that dbus works without problems in a CentOS 4 container ?

It is VE template dependent ? Is it kernel dependent ?
i can guess this is because that(older) version of dbus did not use AUDIT capability. But this is
only my guess, i have not checked it.

Quote:Can you suggest a workaround for running the ricci tool inside a VE without dbus ?

Ricci is part of the RedHat Clustering Suite.

Unfortunately i don't know any workarounds. i suggest you just to wait for several days and try
again using the new OVZ kernel with support for dbus.

BTW, please, share the results then about your attempts to configure RedHat Clustering Suite
inside a Container, it may be quite interesting for many people.
