audit_log_user_command(): Connection refused

2. crond moans every 5 minutes in the log:

crond[30778]: pam_loginuid(crond:session): set_loginuid failed opening loginuid

could it be that someone forget to set CONFIG_AUDIT and CONFIG_AUDITSYSCALL while
building the rpm kernel?

| don't want to change my pam.d-config, it's a bad workaround. It did work fine before.
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
