Hey Everyone,

I've been reading this forum for quite some time so thanks to all that have posted thus far.  This is
my first post!

I'm having issues with a new server I put online with an Intel Core2Quad processor, 8GB of RAM
and OpenVZ.  The system is only detecting one core:

Has anyone else run into this problem?  OpenVZ seems to use all of the memory however the
CPU usage is ~75% with 500 processes running on the server (when we typically run 1000+ on a
quad core CPU).
