Now bear in mind, that the Fedora 6 guest, is running kernel 2.6.18, while the Fed 10 host is
running 2.6.27 the devel branch downloaded from OpenVZ.

Is that the problem?

Or is the problem that the fedora 6 guest also is running Asterisk? | forget whether Asterisk has
any modules that need loading.

Any thoughts?
Maybe just downgrade to Fedora 6 for the host too?
