Quote:
umount /home /var/lib/vz/root/${VEID}/home

This is a wrong syntax.
Invoking such command from HN tells your system to umount home. No wonder that /home is
umounted.

Don't put anything in umount script in such situation because /home  directory will be properly
umounted from inside a VE when a VE is stopped.
Look at /proc/mounts output inside VE. The information about bind mount can be obtained from it,
so you can umount this directory from inside the VE and init scripts actually do this.
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
