Indeed, in Virtuozzo terminology it is "Name-Based Hosting" and it can do with following protocols:
FTP, SMTP, HTTP and POP3. There are some limitations though(guess due to reasonable
limitations of all protocols except HTTP which can send Host: header in advance), so for example
your POP3 or FTP user names will have to be in a form <user>@<host>.
