That one worked.  As long as you're using modules (which I don't want to), that does the trick. 
Your comment helped greatly.  Thanks!

I got it to work without module support, but it required patching one line of the the OpenVZ patch.

You might want to consider making this flag (ip_conntrack_enable_ve0) an option to be set in the
.config (via make menuconfig, make config, or whatever).  If I knew how, I would help with that.

In the patch, I found the line that said:
+int ip_conntrack_enable_ve0 = 0;
and replaced it with:
+int ip_conntrack_enable_ve0 = 1;
which hardcodes that option into the kernel.

That part of the OpenVZ patch affects the
"linux-2.6.8/net/ipv4/netfilter/ip_conntrack_standalone.c" file in the kernel source.
