It looks to me like Virtuozzo is planning on abandoning their original goal of replacing vzctl with
prictl for *everything* and instead will be supporting:

- virsh for VMs
- vzctl for CTs

So basically just stick with vzctl for containers and all should be well. Seems like a good option to
me anyway as few panels and providers actually made the switch from vzctl to prlictl for containers
and this will help clearly define the line between VMs and containers nicely. It will very likely even
make it easier for control panels to implement VMs and CTs on the same node.
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
