Second, you'd install, not upgrade your kernel, so you have both OpenVZ and Fedora kernels in
your boot menu. If the server becomes inaccessible after a reboot, ask the stuff of your colo
provider to use the server's console to reboot it and select Fedora kernel from the boot menu.
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
