There are no /dev/pty, /dev/irandom, and /dev/urandom devices in /dev. | have
created these devices by the following:

cd /vz/root/111/dev; /vz/root/111/sbin/MAKEDEYV pty

This creates the devices just fine. When | reboot Ubuntu the devices are not
there and need to be created all over again. When | created templates for

other linux distros | have had to create /dev/pty but they are there on reboot.
