Hi,

vzpid - display the VE ID given the process ID (PID)

# vzpid <pid_of_process> -> shows the VEID running !
example :

# ps -C cron
Shows me all pids of crons

which VE has the cron daemon with pid 18493
# vzpid 18493

Pid VEID Name

18493 <VEID> cron

But if you need all pids of a VE:

Scan all "status” files in /proc/<pid>/ the entry:
(its the same what vzpid do!)

example (with settings above!)

grep 'enviD:' /proc/18493/status
enviD: <VEID>
