Hi!

I want to use my VEs in "bridged mode". I mean I want to use the veth devices not the venet. I
added the veth* devices into a bridge at the end of the hosts boot process.
Everything is working fine but when I restart the VE it's (of course) removed from the hosts bridge
interface. I looked after it and found there is a vps.mount or $VEID.mount named script which
automatically runs at the start of the VE. But it runs too early, the network interfaces aren't up at
this time.
Is there any script which runs automatically after the network initialization? I don't want to write a
wrapper for vzctl just for this.
