Oh, perhaps you do not enable CONFIG_LEGACY_PTYS when configuring your kernel? If that's
the case, you shall mount /dev/pts in your VE. In Gentoo, this should happen in /sbin/rc script.
You can check whether it is mounted or not by doing vzctl exec NNN cat /proc/mounts
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
