The Opven VZ kerenel version is 2.6.18-308.8.2.el5.028stab101.1

The server has 64GB RAM. We have replaced the RAM thinking that it was due toa faulty
memory module, but still the issue is persisting.

Every-time | am getting the same error in var/log/messages.

Can anyone help me with this ?
