Itis observed
that those Dell R410 servers is running smoothly but for HP DL360p G8 servers, a system time
CPU will keep growing (refer to the attachment). The host CPU will drop to normal if the snmpd
and autofs in VPS are restarted. Anyone facing similar problem? Thank you.
