
Subject: REDIRECT does not work to server running inside a container

Hi, I'm using Openvz on a Debian Squeeze system and created a container to deploy a squid
server (also with debian squeeze template).

When I mark the ip address and port of my proxy server in the browsers of the clients it works
perfectly, but I need to use transparent proxy so I created a rule on my firewall to redirect
connections on the port 80 to my proxy server: iptables -t nat -I PREROUTING -i eth0 -s
192.168.100.0/24 -p tcp -m tcp --dport 80 -j DNAT --to-destination 192.168.100.249:3128

This redirection does not work to my squid server running on a container, but works if I redirect to
my old proxy server running on a physical machine. What have I misunderstood?
