| installed kernel-devel package for OpenVZ kernel,

and extracted sc92031.c from kernel-source-sc92031-2.0c-altl.noarch.rpm
The only change | made is

"#if LINUX_VERSION_CODE < KERNEL_ VERSION(2,6,18)".

Driver is compiled but | have no chance to check if it's workable.
